I never understood non-frum people that bash the frum community for being too frum. I am not talking about those within the community that feel the stereotyping and chumra police have gone too far. I am talking about those that feel the need to reprimand the frum community for being too far right. Seriously folks, what does it matter to you unless you’re involved? 

Then you have the feminists that feel they are not part of anything, but why is it that they feel the need to do all of these things just because the men do it. So rare is the frum feminist that actually did everything that both men and women are commanded to do and then came to her rav and said I want more. They like to bring up Rashi’s daughters but, I bet you Rashi’s daughters probably did everything before they even thought of putting on tefillin, besides it’s obvious that Rashi was modern based on the fact he was educated.
